The qualifier for the state titles must come from the Mackay/Whitsundays region of Queensland (or from another zone where 
no qualifying competition is held) 
  
If there is a tie for first between two or more highest scoring local players, then the Queensland Championship final spot will go to 
the person who has the best tie-break 
 
The order of tie-breaks are: 1)    Progressive  2)    Buchholz  3)    Median Buchholz. 
 
If two or more players are still tied, then playoffs between those two players will need to be organised 
 
For a player to qualify for the Qld Championship final stage through another zone, there must have been no tournament held in 
their zone of residence 
 
Secondly, the player competing in another zone must finish higher than all the players who are competing in their own zone of 
residence 
 
If there is a tie between a person attempting to qualify in another zone and the highest scoring local player, both players will be 
invited to the Queensland Championship finals
